
 

3.4.1: Outcomes of Extension activities in the neighborhood community in terms of impact 

and sensitizing the students to social issues for their holistic development during the last 

five years. 

Extension activities are carried out in neighborhood villages  

The college has focused on social justice and empowers students from underprivileged and 

vulnerable sections of society in nearby villages. In the college, such students from the 

vulnerable strata of society have been identified, and the NSS Special Camp has been conducted 

in the neighbourhood community for holistic development. ‟Blood Grouping” has been 

conducted for donating the blood to the needy. Such an effort has brought the laurels of the blood 

bank of Govt. Area Hospital, Kadiri, Rural Development Trust, Battala Palli, and Sri Sathya Sai 

Super Specialties Hospital, Puttaparthi, to the college, as the blood donation has been made 

many times to the needy of those hospitals. A social survey has also been done by the students of 

the college in the adjacent villages of Yerraguntla Palli, SC Colony, Kummarolla Palli, and 

Saidapuram, and it is to be submitted to the state government and local municipality for proper 

implementation of the government schemes. It may result in the development of those backward 

areas. Through such activities, the aim of the institution is to inculcate a sense of social 

responsibility among the students and sensitise them to social issues. 

In order to expose the students to community and social services, the college has initiated many 

extension activities at neighbourhood villages, such as safety measures during the COVID-19 

period, health and hygiene, gender sensitization, communal harmony in the sensitive areas, child 

labour-related issues, human trafficking of girls, harvesting rainwater, environmental 

consciousness programmes, voter day (SVEEP), AIDS day, an awareness programme on child 

marriages, anti drug addiction, malnutrition, adult literacy programmes, etc. The college has also 

distributed medicine kits, essential commodities, cooked food, vegetables, masks, road safety 



measures by following the traffic rules, blood grouping and donation camps, and other such 

issues that demanded awareness among the people. All these activities are carried out in the form 

of special camps, distribution of pamphlets, rallies, street plays, processions, webinars, and 

enlightening discourses arranged by the experts in the concerned field. All these sensitization 

programmes have made the students more aware and responsible by providing them with a 

holistic personality for resolving social issues. Thus, the ‘spirit of service motif’ is gradually 

ingrained in the young minds of the students. 

The NSS volunteers and programme officers are actively engaged in constructive and productive 

programmes involving students in various awareness programmes such as e-banking, cashless 

transactions and digital payments, water harvesting, water conservation, digital literacy, 

awareness on state and central government schemes, Swach Bharath, Ujjwala Yojana, Jal Sakthi 

Abhiyan Yojana, Jan Dhan Yojana, Pradan Mantri Jeevan Bhima Yojana, Beti-Bachao Beti 

Padao, Ek Bharath and Shreesta Bharath, Awareness on Superstitions, Renewable Energy, Mock 

Parliament, Communication Skills, Leadership Qualities among the Volunteers, All Vardanthi’s 

and Jayanthi’s of National Leaders, Orientation to the NSS Volunteers, NSS Enrollment, Clean 

and Green, Plantation, Women Empowerment, Gender Equality, Communal Harmony, Creation 

of Community Assets, Job Opportunities, Plastic Free Society, Relief Work, Disaster 

Management, Environmental Protection, Painting, Rangavalli, Literacy Programme, Azadi-ka 

Amrit- Mahostav. Thus, sensitisation activities are conducted to bring the change.
